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Dear Friends in the Lord,

With joy, I welcome all who are attending the Religious Education Congress of the
Archdiocese of Los Angeles. For decades, this event of the Archdiocese has been held in
the Diocese of Orange and shows the unity of our Catholic faith. No matter where one
was born or presently lives, what unites us is our love of Jesus Christ, our celebration of the
sacraments, our prayer and the teaching of the Church.

This is an exciting year for the Diocese of Orange. Our Christ Cathedral will be dedicated
this July.

In other words, to place what is best for everyone (be it in the family, the
ministry, the parish, the state or the world) before our own wants and desires. That we
would be quick to help those who suffer, that we would work for laws that are just, that we
would be generous with our time and financial resources so that we work for the “food that
endures for eternal life” (John 6:27).
