he Religious Education Congress annually features a wide array of nationally
and internationally known speakers on topics that cover the gamut of church
and family life — from religious education and spirituality to liturgy and social
justice. Such is the case with the 250 English-language workshops at the 2004
Congress Feb. 20-22 (many more are offered in Spanish and Vietnamese).
This week, to provide the non- or occasional Congress-goer with some idea of
the breadth of speakers and topics offered, The Tidings lists the English-language
workshop presenters, their general topic areas and the title of their workshops.
The first number in the listing refers to their period number (periods 1-3 are
Friday, 4-6 Saturday, 7-8 Sunday); the second number refers to their workshop
number within that period.
