Please distribute this form to all young people who will be participating in Youth Day. This form is to be read and signed by the youth and their parent or guardian. The Group Contact Person should retain this form upon completion. 
1. Respect for Property:  Property of the Anaheim Convention Center, surrounding hotels, and other areas should not be damaged, marked, or vandalized in any way. Personal property should not be damaged or borrowed without permission. 
2. Respect for the Law:  Youth are not to consume or be in possession of non-prescription drugs or alcohol. Physical abuse, foul language, bullying, and fighting of any kind will not be permitted.

3. Cooperation and Participation: Attending Youth Day is a special privilege: thousands of registrations are returned because of limited space. We expect that all participants in Youth Day take advantage of the opportunities of the day and participate fully in the activities and workshops. We also expect that all participants cooperate fully with the directions given by Youth Day volunteers and Convention Center staff. 

Please remember that you are representing your parish and school by participating in this event. You are encouraged to take this responsibility seriously. Your actions reflect the adults who sponsored you for this event and all the participants of your parish or school. If these guidelines are not adhered to, appropriate actions will be taken.
